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"You Never Do the Thing Twice" 

Larry McCann, a psychology ma­
jor of the class of '70, has been 
busy since his graduation. He mar­
ried Barbara Walbridge (a '69 grad­
uate, now a psychiatric nursing as­
sistant), joined the Arlington County 
Pol ice Department, spent sixteen 
weeks at the police academy, and 
graduated second in a class of 38. 

In an interview held recently in 
Arlington, Larry commented: "The 
police field is changing, becoming 
more professiona I. They are re­
cruiting more college people. There 
are 251 officers in Arlington Coun­
ty - about 25 with college de­
grees, a lot working on them, and 
a few on masters. You get a 2 % 
increment in pay for every block 
of 15 hours you take. Of all the 
applicants (to the Arlington County 
Police Department), only about one 
per cent is accepted." 

Some of the courses Larry studied 
at the academy were first aid, emer­
gency childbirth, criminal law, life 
saving, drug recognition, defensive 
tactics, and bomb recognition, as 
well as "a tremendous course of 
physical training ... another part 
of how to keep yourself alive." 

OFFICER LARRY McCANN 

Larry likes to work with people 
and didn't want a job with much 
repetition. "In police work, " he says, 

"I found that you never do the 
same thing twice. You may fill out 
the same report sheet, but it's al­
ways a different report." 

The first month as an officer 
( "The badge says 'Officer,' but I'm 
really a private!") he spent riding 
in patrol cars with experienced of­
ficers, whom he found extremely 
friendly and helpful. He is also 
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receiving on-the-job training in 
various aspects of police work, such 
as the detective section, communica­
tions, records, and property. 

When asked about his future, 
now that he has graduated from 
the academy, Larry said, "I will 
ride with another officer until they 
either say I'm good enough to be 
on my own, or I'm not police ma­
terial and should go home." He 
feels that the possibility of washing 
out at this point is slight, but that 
it is essentia I for pol ice officers 
to be able to function well under 
stress. Larry says, "They can try 
to ascertain whether you function 
well under stress by talking to 
your family and your friends, or in 
interviews, but they will certainly 
find it out when you're on the 
road." 

Larry's wife, Barbara, is a mem­
ber of the Church of the Brethren 
and! she did like the idea of 
his carrying a gun around. He 
says, "When I finally persuaded her 
that we do it for everybody's bene­
fit, she accepted it."

entering student applying from a­
mong winners and runner-ups in 
the Science Talent Search conducted 
by the Junior Academy of Science 
of the Virginia Academy of Science. 
Five full-tuition scholarships are a­
warded to qualified students from 
foreign countries each year. 

Grants, loans, and work-study 
programs have increased from a 
total of $18,564.50 during the 
1960-61 fisca I year to the present 
amount of $368,688.69. This is an 
increase of almost 2,000 per cent 
in the last ten years. 

Bridgewater's president, Dr. 
Wayne F. Geisert, commented, con­
cerning student financial aid, "In­
creasing levels of support for scho­
larships and grants to students are 
paramount in providing real educa­
tional opportunities to our youth. 
It is only through the programs of 
financial support for students that 
some young people have the pos­
sibility of choosing the educational 
opportunities available in private 
higher education." 

In an article related to public 
support of private colleges, which 
appeared in the December 13, 1969 
issue of the Christian Science Moni­
tor, Dr. Geisert said: 

I wish the taxpayers and state 
legislators could be made to 
realize that the real bargains 
for an expanding higher 
education lie in utilization of 
the unused capacity in the pri­
vate educational institutions of 
of our nation. Modest expen­
ditures ... on state scholar­
ship programs . . .  would 
provide an economical way of 
allowing students to 'choose 
their own colleges' and would 
avoid the temptations to over­
expand state educational capa­
city at great expense to the 
taxpayers.
